Our theme for this year is “Choose the roadmap to success!”  Through this theme, each student will be challenged to achieve academically at a high level while also growing personally.  Our entire school staff is committed to helping all students acquire the skills necessary for a successful middle, high school and post-secondary career.
We hope you are excited about our mandatory uniform policy!  Enclosed please find a copy of Eisenhower’s Mandatory Dress Code.  One of our uniform vendors, All American Wear will be here to make it easier to purchase your uniform on July 24th from 12 – 7 pm.  They will also offer a 10% discount in the store from July 24th – August 2nd for their Parent Appreciation Week.  They will be here at DDEMS again on August 21st from 5-8 for any last minute shoppers.  Jus’ 4 Kidz, our Laurel uniform vendor, will also be here at Eisenhower on Thursday evening, August 7th from 4– 7 pm to fit your child with their uniform.  We hope to see you here for one of those dates as we help you “Dress for Success”!  You also have the option to purchase uniforms from any store selling official school uniforms.  All students are expected to be in full school uniform, dressed for success, beginning the first day of school.
The first day of school for students is Monday, August 25th!  Our school hours are 8:55 a.m. to 3:40 p.m. for students.  School office hours are 8:00 a.m. to 4:30p.m.  When you arrive on August 25th, please report directly to the room that corresponds with your last name as listed below. All students who still have a financial obligation to Eisenhower may be ineligible for upcoming school activities.  PLEASE take care of this issue immediately by bringing cash or a money order to school to resolve this obligation.  No personal checks please.  Thanks!

You should have received, or will be receiving bus information from the school system to find your bus route number, times, and bus stop.  Please be sure to note both the AM and PM bus numbers, as they are often two different route numbers.  Please have your student make a notation of both bus numbers in his/her notebook to ensure he/she boards the correct bus.  Please be at the bus stop 10-15 minutes early the first few days of school as bus drivers need to get accustomed to their routes and local traffic.  Buses may also arrive late at home due to the same circumstances as the morning routes.  If you have questions or concerns regarding the bus routes and stops, please call the transportation department at (301) 497-3665. 

School meals, both breakfast and lunch, will be offered through our cafeteria again this year.  The cost for a student breakfast is $1.25 and a lunch costs $2.25.  Milk costs $.50.  Breakfast begins at 8:00am.  Students and families who wish to be considered for free or reduced price meals should complete and return an application before October 1st.  These applications and directions on how to complete the form will be sent home on the first day of school.  Families who wish to be considered for reduced or free meals MUST complete an application even if they were in the program last year.  All students who were on the program last year and DO NOT submit a new application WILL BE DROPPED FROM THE PROGRAM ON SEPTEMBER 30TH.  Please complete and sign the application and return it to school for processing.  Any incomplete applications will not be eligible for processing, so be sure to complete all parts of the form.  All students will receive a Personal Identification Number that must be used for all transactions in our cafeteria.  Students will receive their PIN during the first week of school.  Please stress to your child the need to keep his/her number confidential and secure.  Student PIN numbers may also be used as a lunch debit account where parents can send in amounts of money to be put into the account and then as students purchase lunch and a la carte items the amount is deducted from the account.  Deposits to the food account can be made by cash or check.  All checks should be made payable to Dwight D. Eisenhower Middle School Cafeteria.
One of our school goals is to assist all students in developing life long skills such as organization and time management strategies.  We will again be using a Student Agenda Book for all students.  This planner assists students in keeping track of homework assignments, scheduled tests and projects, contains our school handbook, resources used in character education lessons, and helpful educational resources.  The cost of the agenda book for each student is $8.00 and is a must for all students.  We appreciate your support of your child’s educational program by sending in the $8.00 with your child on the first day of school and agenda books will be issued the second week.

Being prepared for school by having all of your supplies is an important part of being successful at Eisenhower Middle.  Please review the enclosed supply list for materials needed for this school year.  All students are being asked to contribute a $12.00 Instructional Supplemental Activity fee to cover the costs of materials in all classes that enrich and extend the curriculum.  All monies collected directly benefit the students over the course of the year.  We hope all students comply with this materials fee request.   Most students use a book bag to carry their belongings to and from school each day.  All book bags and backpacks MUST be able to fit inside your locker.  Most backpacks with wheels DO NOT fit and cannot be accommodated in school.  Students with larger backpacks will be required to obtain new ones that fit in the locker.  No book bags are carried by students throughout the school day after lockers are given out. Thanks!

Interscholastic sports are again part of each county middle school.  Before a student can try-out for any sport, he/she must have a physical examination from your doctor, and a 2.0 grade point average or better with no “E” grades.  Physical exam forms are available in the office.  This year’s interscholastic sports include boys’ baseball and softball for girls’ in the fall.  The winter sports will be boys’ basketball, girls’ basketball and cheerleading.  In the spring we will have boys’ and girls’ soccer.

All students enrolled at Dwight D. Eisenhower will take a semester of physical education and are required to wear a P.E. uniform.  Please check your child’s schedule when they receive it the first day of school to determine if they are taking P.E. during the first or second semester.  Students enrolled in P.E. first semester must purchase the uniform at this time.  The colors of the uniform will reflect the appropriate grade level school uniform with navy blue shorts and burgundy shirts for 7th graders and navy blue shirts for 8th graders.  P.E. uniforms may be purchased from Jus’ 4 Kidz clothing store located at 13468 Baltimore Avenue, Laurel, Maryland (in the shopping plaza on the corner of Contee Road and Rte. 1).  Students may bring a separate pair of tennis shoes for physical education.

A New Student Orientation Program is being held on Thursday, August 21, 2008 at 7:00pm.  All students, parents, and guardians new to our school and those who were not present at the June orientation program are invited to attend.  The program will consist of an overview of our school organization, the instructional program, policies and procedures, and a tour of the facility.  Hope to see you there.

It is critical for your child’s safety and well being that we have current, accurate information in order to contact you.  If you have changed your phone number, other contact information, or your address in the past year, please come in to the guidance office to provide us with this vital information.  Also, be sure to complete the Family Information Cards that will come home on the first day with current address, home, work, and cell phone numbers, along with another person to contact in case of an emergency.  Thank you for your cooperation.

I am looking forward to working with you and your student to provide him/her with an effective and a successful middle school program that enhances their academic and social growth and development.  I welcome and encourage your participation and involvement at Eisenhower Middle.  Please mark your calendar for our Back to School Night, Thursday, September 18, 2008 at 7:00pm.
