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Dear Parents/Guardians and students,
     Welcome to the 2009-2010 school year at Kenmoor Middle School.  The middle school years provide a challenging and exciting learning opportunity for students.  The Kenmoor Middle School faculty will provide a rigorous academic program, enriching extracurricular activities and high expectations for all.

       The first official day of school for all students will be Monday, August 24, 2009.  Our school hours are 9:10 AM – 4:10 PM, and our doors will open at 9:10 AM daily. Students that buy breakfast will be allowed in the building at 9:00 AM.  Children may not be dropped off at school prior to 9:00 AM, as there will not be adult supervision until that time.  Breakfast will be served from 9:00 AM – 9:20 AM, and all students must be seated in class promptly by 9:25 AM to begin their first academic Mod. 

       Each student who attended Kenmoor Middle School last year was assigned a PIN number in order to purchase food and milk in the cafeteria and will continue to use the same PIN number this year.  All students new to Kenmoor Middle School will be assigned a PIN number during the first week of school.  Money may be deposited into your child’s account weekly, monthly, or in sums up to $99.00 when needed.  Checks should be made payable to Food Service and Nutrition.  A carton of milk costs 40¢, breakfast meals cost $1.10, and lunch meals $1.85.  Please note that these prices are subject to change. Free and reduced price meal applications are available in the main office.

        If your child rides a bus, please watch your mailbox for information about the bus routes and times.  I recommend that students be at the bus stops ten minutes before the listed times.  

        All students are required to purchase an Agenda Book for $5.00 when those become available.  Students will use the Agenda Book to review The Code of Student Conduct as well as school policies and procedures.  In addition, students will be required to write their homework assignments in the Agenda Book for all classes daily.  Homework is a key component of our academic program and will be assigned every night.  The Agenda Book serves as a communication tool between the teachers and parents.  Please read through your child’s Agenda Book and refer to it often.

        Each child will attend his/her four core subject classes for 72 minutes daily and will attend two creative arts classes on alternating A/B days.  Our staff will work closely with students during the first few days of school to ensure that we transition to this schedule smoothly.

          This school year will be filled with rigorous academic instruction and high levels of student achievement.  We look forward to working with you as we begin the school year, and we hope to see many of you at Back to School Night on September 9, 2009 at 7:00 pm. 

           Parents please work closely with your child’s teachers. Make sure that your child will succeed academically, socially and emotionally. Demonstrate your interest by attending school meetings, volunteering and visiting the classroom. Please update the teachers on any major changes in your child’s life that may affect his or her schoolwork. Parents are critical to the overall academic success of our students.
