Third Grade Spelling Assignments and Activities 
The Third Grade Team strongly believes in meeting the needs of ALL students in our classrooms.  It is our intention to provide rigorous instruction that is both appropriate and challenging.  In an effort to differentiate and accommodate all spellers, we will be administering two weekly tests and choice assignment options.  You and your child may choose to study and practice the regular or challenge word list for the week.  Either way, the homework options are the same.
REGULAR SPELLING LIST

Each week, Monday through Thursday, your child is required to complete a spelling supplementary activity in their spelling journal.  There will normally be between 12-14 words on their list (given each Monday).  They will have 20-25 words to study during a review week. The lists can be found in their purple Reading Practice Book and each week on the Rockledge website. (Please have patience as these are being revised and added.)

SUPPLEMENTARY SPELLING ACTIVITIES
The children are free any time to supplement “traditional” weekly spelling activities (i.e. ABC order, 3x each, Sentences, etc.) for one listed below, but cannot do the same activity twice in one week.  If they choose an activity that they are unable to complete in their journal (i.e. flashcards), they must write down the activity of their choice in their journal, date the page, and have a parent or guardian sign off to verify it has been completed.  Spelling assignments and activities are checked for completion each Friday and are a part of their Oral Written Communication homework grade.  You will be given advance notice of any changes in the spelling list or date of the test.  Please practice with your child at home. :o)  Thank you for your cooperation!!!!!
1. Write each word three times. 

2. Write a sentence for each word.

3. Alphabetize the words. 

4. Illustrate as many words as possible. 

5. Write a letter using at least 10 of the words.  Write the word underneath.
6. Write a story using as many of the spelling words as you can. 

7. Type all of the spelling words. 

8. Make a mini-study book using as many words as possible. 

9. Make a flash card for each word. 

10. Say the words/or spell the words into a tape recorder and then listen to yourself. 

11. Use your fingers to write the words into a salt box, or on a chalk board, jelly board, or sheet of paper. 

12. Write each word on two index cards and play Concentration (Memory). 

13. Write each word on an index card and its definition on another and play a matching game. 

14. Write your words in three different colors. Write it once with one color, then choose another color and rewrite the word, and finally choose a last color and write it again. 

15. Use Scrabble tiles to spell your words. 

16. Print each word and then write each word in cursive. 

Even More Challenging Activities
17. Divide as many words as possible into syllables. 

18. Write an antonym or synonym for as many words as possible. 

19. Add a prefix or suffix to each word when appropriate. 

20. Form the plural of as many words as possible. 

21. Add endings: s, es, er, ed, est to as many words as possible. 

22. Make a crossword puzzle using as many words as possible. 

23. Make a word search using as many words as possible.
